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Working with under eights or over 13s policy

1. Play opportunities will be aimed at children in the 8-13 age range
2. The Play Rangers will attempt to ascertain the name and age of ALL children accessing the open access play delivery.
3. Children under eight accompanied by their parent or other responsible carer may stay, if the Play Rangers deem the activity and the level of supervision to be appropriate
4. Children under eight but over five who are not accompanied may be allowed to stay with the Play Ranger session, IF THE PLAY RANGERS  DEEM THE ACTIVITIES TO BE APPROPRIATE and not interfering with the required level of supervision for the activities for the 8-13 age range.
5. Children under the age of five who appear to be, MUST be reported to either police or social services, in this order:

· Local PCSO 

· Police non emergency number – 0845 850 5505

· Oxford City Assessment Team (if in working hours) 01865 252887

· Police emergency services 999

UNLESS it can be ascertained from the child that their parent/carer can be contacted easily and come to collect.

6. Children over eight caring for a younger child (between 5 and 8) -Participation at the discretion of the Playworkers; a judgement needs to be made as to whether the older child can both play and supervise the younger children. In most circumstances, where a child under five is accompanied by another child over 5, they should be told to take the younger child home.
7. Older children and young people (over 13). Participation at the discretion of the Playworkers; a judgement needs to be made as to whether the older child/ young person's participation is appropriate, their behaviour is suitable, and not impacting unduly on the interaction of the Play Rangers with the target age range; including circumstances where the presence of those older children may put off target age children from approaching.
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
